what is SF communication?

In order to support a change in paradigm, moving from the problem to the solution, it is necessary to review, explore and restructure language. We have therefore set out communication in a schematic form over 7 levels

The 7 levels of our SF communication model, communication that is inter …

… personal [internal, deep-seated]
Personal and professional, centring, awareness…

Between the parties (mind, heart, gut and body)

Personalized through the care of distinctive individual resources

(distinctive individual characteristics)

… personal external (non violent of Marshall) or (of Rogers)‏
Listening, receiving and accepting the interlocutor

Techniques of listening for the real needs of the interlocutor and welcoming of their needs, so as to respond in an appropriate and effective manner

(Prizing the distinctive features of the team)

… functional and sector related
Multi e Trans-disciplinary – can be pursued by specialising and specific training and multi-cultural – where the sensitivity of all of us plays a key role in meeting problems  that may even be critical

… corporate
Different models

Constructive comparison of different models  … .

… group
National/international comparison and ability to face up to comparison.

… in competition
National comparison – “COOPETITIV” as an innovative mode and international comparison (Ireland, USA, UK, .etc.

… policy and strategy-policy
